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§ 1‑229.  Certified registered copy evidence.
In all legal proceedings, touching the right of parties derived under such judgment, a 

certified copy from the register's books is evidence of its existence and of the matters therein 
contained, as fully as if proved by a perfect transcript of the whole case. (1850, c. 107, s. 3;
