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§ 14‑146.  Injuring bridges.
If any person shall unlawfully and willfully demolish, destroy, break, tear down, injure or 

damage any bridge across any of the creeks or rivers or other streams in the State, he shall be 
guilty of a Class 1 misdemeanor.
