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§ 14‑49.1.  Malicious damage of occupied property by use of explosive or incendiary; 
punishment.

Any person who willfully and maliciously damages any real or personal property of any 
kind or nature, being at the time occupied by another, by the use of any explosive or incendiary 
device or material is guilty of a felony punishable as a Class D felony. (1967, c. 342; 1969, c.
