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§ 150B‑46.  Contents of petition; copies served on all parties; intervention.
The petition shall explicitly state what exceptions are taken to the decision or procedure and 

what relief the petitioner seeks.  Within 10 days after the petition is filed with the court, the 
party seeking the review shall serve copies of the petition by personal service or by certified 
mail upon all who were parties of record to the administrative proceedings.  Names and 
addresses of such parties shall be furnished to the petitioner by the agency upon request.  Any 
party to the administrative proceeding is a party to the review proceedings unless the party 
withdraws by notifying the court of the withdrawal and serving the other parties with notice of 
the withdrawal.  Other parties to the proceeding may file a response to the petition within 30 
days of service.  Parties, including agencies, may state exceptions to the decision or procedure 
and what relief is sought in the response.

Any person aggrieved may petition to become a party by filing a motion to intervene as 
provided in G.S. 1A‑1, Rule 24. (1973, c. 1331, s. 1; 1985, c. 746, s. 1; 1991, c. 35, s. 10.)
