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§ 168‑2.  Right of access to and use of public places.
Persons with disabilities have the same right as persons without disabilities to the full and 

free use of the streets, highways, sidewalks, walkways, public buildings, public facilities, and 
all other buildings and facilities, both publicly and privately owned, which serve the public.
