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§ 28A‑19‑18.  When costs against representative allowed.
No costs shall be recovered in any action against a personal representative or collector 

unless it appears that payment was unreasonably delayed or neglected, or that the defendant 
refused to refer the matter in controversy, in which case the court may award  such costs 
against the defendant personally, or against the estate, as may be just. (1868‑9, c. 113, s. 38;
