FINANCIAL TRANSACTION CARD SHALL BE THE SAME AS THE CRIMINAL
PENALTY FOR THE THEFT OF A CREDIT CARD WHICH IS A CLASS | FELONY.
The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts:
SECTION 1. G.S. 14-113.9(b) reads as rewritten:
"(b) Credit—Financial transaction card theft is punishable as provided by
G.S. 14-113.17(b)."
SECTION 2. This act becomes effective September 1, 2011, and applies to
offenses committed on or after that date.
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
